      REMEMBRANCE SUNDAY


The Eleventh Hour of the Eleventh Day of the Eleventh Month marks the signing of The Armistice on 11th Nov 1918


Armistice Day was renamed Remembrance Day after the Second World War


Remembrance Day is on 11th Nov every yr, It is a special day set aside to remember all men & women who have sacrificed their lives in all conflicts


Remembrance Sunday  is held on the 2nd Sunday in Nov usually the Sunday nearest to 11th . This yr it is the same day


                             THE POPPY


Flanders is the name of the whole western part of Belgium. It was the scene of utter devastation only one other living thing survived, The Poppy which flowered each summer which brought life , hope, colour & reassurance to those still fighting.


Poppies only flower in uprooted soil, their seeds can lie in the ground for yrs without germinating and only grow when the soil has been disturbed


The first actual poppy day was held in Britain  on 11 th Nov 1921 and raised £106,000
